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Introduction

Following the submission of the Amended Core Strategy Development Plan Document (DPD)
to the Secretary of State on 29 September 2017 and its subsequent Examination, by an
Independent Planning Inspector, between the 1°* and 2" February 2018 a range of ‘minor’
and ‘main’ modifications to the Submission DPD have been identified.

The minor modifications relate to minor textual and grammatical amendments, whilst the
main modifications concern amendments to the wording of policies which are considered
necessary for the DPD to be sound in planning terms. The proposed main and minor
modifications are detailed within the Final Modifications document which is available
through the link below.

The proposed modifications have been subject to review in terms of the implications for the
Integrated Impact Assessment (lIA) and Assessment under the Habitats Regulations (HRA).
This document details the outcome of this review with each of the proposed modifications
being assessed. No implications for the HRA were identified. Modifications with implications
for the IIA are assessed in Appendix 1. The review has concluded that the modifications
have positive implications overall.

The modifications below are not expressed in the conventional form of strikethrough for
deletions and underlining for additions of text as this protocol has already been used to
articulate the changes between the Adopted Core Strategy (2011) and the Publication
Amended Core Strategy as submitted to the Secretary of State. The modifications proposed

here will therefore utilise geubie=strikethreugh=for deletions and double underlining for
additions of text occurring since the submission of the Publication Amended Core Strategy.

The page numbers and paragraph numbering below refer to the Publication Amended Core
Strategy submission document which contains the deletions and additions submitted to the
Inspector (CS/01).
