Newark and Sherwood will once again host the finish of Stage 4 of the Tour of Britain 2024, Britain's biggest and most prestigious professional cycling race.
In 2024 the race will start in Derby and travel through many towns and villages within the district before finishing at Sconce Park in Newark at around 2.30pm. It is likely that the event will attract thousands of spectators and visitors on the day across the planned route. 
The race will be broadcast live on ITV4 to over 120 countries between 10.00am and 4.00pm on the day, therefore, we are hoping our communities and businesses will make the most of this opportunity by extending the warmest of welcomes as the Tour arrives in the district. 
As with last year, the race will require some traffic management, road closures and no on-street parking in Southwell for part of the day to enable the race to pass safely through. This section of the race route is very popular therefore we will be working alongside Southwell Town Council to make the route safe for all as we expect it to be busy building up to the time the cyclists are expected to arrive at approximately 12.50.
